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INSTALLATION ON GRID CEILING

1.	 Cut out a 1 5/8” diameter round or 1 5/8” x 1 5/8” square 
hole based on housing style on the ceiling panel. (See FIG. 1). 
Install ceiling panel on grid.

2.	 Housing features mounting brackets that can be used with 
hanger bars or various channel supports (See FIG. 2 – FIG. 4). 

 	 Slide the male and female hanger bars or other channel 
supports through the appropriate holes in the mounting 
brackets.

3.	 Hanger bars are notched on the ends to fit over “T” bars in 
the suspended ceilings supported with tie wires (by others) 
to upper ceiling structure (See FIG. 5A). Channels are 
placed on top of “T” bars and can be secured with tie wires 
(See FIG. 5B). Slide the housing along the hanger bars or 
channels to the desired position. Tighten bar locking screws 
to secure the housing in place (See FIG. 6). If channels are 
used, remove the locking screws from their original locations 
and reattach them to the channel locking holes to secure 
the housing in place.

4.	 Using a Phillips head screwdriver or a wrench, adjust the 
mounting brackets to proper height by loosening two hex 
head screws such that the bottom of the housing collar is 
flush to the bottom of the ceiling. Use the position of the hex 
head screw, in relation to the horizontal lines on the bracket, 
as a reference to adjust the mounting brackets on other 
fixtures (See FIG. 2 – FIG. 4).

5.	 Connect two wire leads from the remote power supply using 
two WAGO connectors pre-installed on housing wire leads 
(See FIG. 7). Refer to remote power supply instruction for 
fixture and dimmer wiring. 

6. 	 Remove the bottom cap of the Service Tool (A2RU-TOOL) to 
expose the flat head screwdriver. Locate the adjustment slot 
inside the housing collar opening and insert the tip of the 
screwdriver inside the slot (see FIG. 8).

	 For horizontal rotation, gently twist the screwdriver inside 
the adjustment slot to rotate the optical assembly until 
the two arrows on the adjustable slot surface point in the 
desired direction (See FIG.

INSTALLATION ON MILLWORK CEILING

Installation on ww” or Less Thickness Panel
1.	 Cut out a 1 5/8” diameter round or 1 ¼” x 1 5/8” square hole 

based on housing style on the ceiling panel. (See FIG. 1 and 
FIG. 15).

2.	 Place the housing on top of the millwork panel and fit the 
housing collar inside the cutout hole (See FIG. 16). 

3.	 Using a Phillips head screwdriver, adjust the mounting 
brackets to proper height by loosening two hex head screws 
such that the bottom of the housing collar is flush to the 
bottom of the ceiling. Use the position of the hex head 
screw, in relation to the horizontal lines on the bracket, as a 
reference to adjust the mounting brackets on other fixtures 
(See FIG.

Installation on Larger Than ¾” Thickness Panel

1.	 Route a 7 ¾” diameter round pocket on top of the panel to 
reduce the thickness to ¾” (See FIG. 19). Cut out a 1 5/8” 
diameter round or 1 5/8” x 1 5/8” square hole based on 
housing style on the center of the routed circle (FIG. 19). 

2.	 Use a Phillips screwdriver to remove the mounting brackets 
from the housing and have them properly disposed (See 
FIG. 20). Place the housing inside the routed pocket on top 
of the millwork panel and fit the housing collar inside the 
cutout hole on the center (See FIG. 21).

3.	 Use two #6 wood screws with proper length (not included 
with the housing) to fasten on two notches located at the 
bottom plate to secure the housing to the millwork panel

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REFLECTOR INSTALLATION

1.	 Tilt the light engine assembly to vertical position using the 
service tool (A2RU-TOOL) (See FIG. 8 and FIG.10). 

2. 	 Screw on the bottom cap on the service tool and remove 
the top cylinder to expose the hook. Insert the tip of the 
hook inside the internal slit of the reflector holder and 
gently pull down the optical assembly. Disconnect the wire 
connector (See FIG. 23).

3. 	 Use a fingernail or the flat head screwdriver of the service 
tool to disengage one tab of the reflector holder from the 
light engine. Gently separate the reflector holder from the 
light engine by disengaging the other tab on the opposite 
side (See FIG. 24).

4. 	 Remove the pre-installed “F” (flood beam) reflector from 
the reflector holder and install the desired reflector 
included with the trim package.

5. 	 Connect the optical assembly to the wire connector, using 
a finger to push the wire leads back into the cavity on the 
side of the optical assembly receptacle. Ensure that the 
wire leads do not tangle and block the optical assembly 
receptacle. Push the optical assembly through the housing 
collar by hand, ensuring its base fully engages with the 
magnet of the receptacle (See FIG. 27).

6. 	 Restore the desired tilt angle using the flathead 
screwdriver of the service tool (See FIG. 10).

SERVICING TRIM AND LIGHT ENGINE

Removing Trim

Note: Turn off power and let trim cool down before removal.

To remove trim, simply use fingers to grip the edge of trim and 
gently pull it down to remove it from the housing. (See Fig. 25)

Replacing Light Engine

1. 	 Insert the tip of the hook inside the internal slit of the 
reflector holder and gently pull down the optical assembly. 
Disconnect the wire connector (See FIG. 26).

2. 	 Use a fingernail or the flat head screwdriver of the service 
tool to disengage one tab of the reflector holder from the 
light engine. Gently separate the reflector holder from the 
light engine by disengaging the other tab on the opposite 
side (See FIG. 24). Replace the light engine and reinstall the 
reflector and its holder to the light engine.

3. 	 Connect the optical assembly to the wire connector, use a finger to push wire leads back to the cavity of housing on side of the 
optical assembly receptacle. Ensure that the wire leads do not tangle and block the optical assembly receptacle. Push the optical 
assembly through the housing collar by hand, ensuring its base fully engages with the magnet of the receptacle (See FIG. 27).
